JCFWEB Installation Process

The installation program performs the following tasks on the host machine:

1.
Copies JCFWEB program files into the Application Directory (an installer-selected directory) that will be used as the JCFWEB virtual directory root. 

2.
Copies all Judicial Council forms.

3.
Copies other mandatory components (ActiveX filler, …).

4.
At the end of the installation process, the administrator needs to run IIS MMC console to create a virtual directory and then associate the virtual directory with the Application Directory. 

INSTALLING JCF-WEB
BEFORE YOU INSTALL

1. Make sure all the required service packs have been installed for the operating system, if any.

2. Login as Administrator (or another user with administrator privileges).

3. Check to make sure that web server (IIS, Apache, ….)  is running. In case you are using IIS, we need version 5.0 as a minimum.

4. Cookies are enabled.

NEW JCF-WEB INSTALLATION
1. run the setup program you have downloaded from our web site

2. enter the password

3. you are prompted to select a folder where JCF-WEB will be installed
4. installation program will automatically install all files and create all folders
5. The administrator needs to run IIS MMC console to create a virtual directory and then associate the virtual directory with the Application Directory.  See the attached “Install.doc” for instruction on how to do this.  
NOTE: A copy of “Install.doc” already exists in the “docs” folder.
UPDATE AN EXISTING JCF-WEB INSTALLATION
NOTE: In case you have customized your TXT files, you need to save a copy of them before starting the installation.

1. run the setup program you have downloaded from our web site

2. enter the password

3. you are prompted to select the folder where JCF-WEB is currently installed
4. Installation program will automatically update all files and folders

Steps to Create Virtual Directory on Server

Before going through following instructions, make sure

You have successfully installed JCFWeb on your server.

Failure to do so may result in installation errors.

NOTE:  FOLLOWING INSTRUCTIONS ARE FOR CREATING VIRTUAL DIRECTORY ON IIS ONLY.  IF YOU ARE USING ANY OTHER WEB SERVER, FOLLOW THE DOCUMENTATION ACCORDINGLY.
1. Launch Internet Service Manager.

Windows NT: To do so, Click Start | Programs | Windows NT 4.0 Option Pack | Microsoft Internet Information Server | Internet Service Manager.

Windows 2000: To do so, Click Start | Programs | Administrative Tools| Internet Service Manager.  

This will display MMC Console.

Expand Internet Information Server. It will list all available web servers. Right click over name of web server where you wish to create Virtual directory (e.g. Default Web Site), Select NEW and left click on Virtual Directory. It will display following dialog box:
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Enter JCFWeb into the “Alias to be used to access virtual directory:” field, and click Next>.
3.
Now is the time to select physical directory. This is the directory (on server) where you actually installed this product. e.g. C:\JCFWEB
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If you can not recall path and name of directory, Click Browse to browse through. 

4.
Specify access permissions on following screen. By default Read and Script accesses are selected and these are mandatory. Do not check them off.


click Next>.
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5.  Click Finish 

6.
Check to make sure that default page is set properly. For this, first expand Default Web Site folder and select your virtual directory. In our example, it is JCFWeb. Right click over it and select Properties. This will display properties dialog
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Go to Documents tab and remove all entries under Enable Default Document, if any. Then click add to bring up Add Default Document dialog box
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type default.asp as default document. Click OK to complete the process.
7.
Exit Internet Service Manager.
